MODERN WORK.

I 9 I 7.
The first thing which devolves upon us in this first 

number of 1917 is to wish all our readers “  A Happy New 
Year.’ ’ The phrase is conventional, but the sentiments 
which it conveys are deep and sincere. W e all of us hope 
that the year just opening will bring with it a lasting peace 
to the world, based upon the sure foundation of right and 
justice, and that it will see all those heroic men, now 
upholding the honour of the Empire in the face of the 
enemy in many parts of the earth, return once more to 
the dear old homeland. If peace is vouchsafed to us 
by the victories of our arms, 1917 will go down in history 
as one of the mosfmomentous years of modern ages. Much 
in the future depends upon the happenings of this year, and 
the anxieties of the coming months will provide a burden 
which will test the stoutest hearts. But whether the end 
comes this year or some other year, confidence in the ability 
of the Empire and its Allies to win through at the finish 
was never higher than it is now ; and though individually 
there are many to whom the wish of a happy new year 
may sound something of a mockery, yet we hope that 1917 
will, before its close, prove to be the happiest which the 
nation has witnessed for generations.

And what of the future—as it concerns us as ringers ? 
There are many who feel that ringing will not be quite the 
same for us in days to come as it was before the war. The 
Art had then attained to a wonderful height of popularity, 
and a marvellous standard of skill in its practical appli­
cation had been achieved. The long break which the war 
has caused is bound, we think, to affect at least the 
immediate future. Bunds are disorganised or almost 
wholly broken.up by the demands which national service 
has made upon the men, and it must be, at any rate, a long 
time before we can return, to the former condition of affairs. 
Whenever the war may end, therefore, the coming year, at 
all events, is likely to be a “  lean ” one for ringing; but just 
as we have confidence in our ultimate triumph in the field, 
so we can look forward to the future restoration of our Art 
to the high position it formerly held.

Some of the Associations are doing their best to maintain 
touch with their towers and keep up the interest of 
depleted bands, but there are others whose condition seems 
somewhat moribund, although it may be that the reason is 
beyond their control. Wherever it is possible, however, 
1917 ought to witness a determined effort on the part of all 
Associations to get their organisation in order, lo tune up 
the machine, as it were, in anticipation of the time when 
peace will once more free the brazen tongues of the bells.

A'N CIENT RINGING P E R F O R M A N C E S .
HOW  HOLLIS H ELPED TH E SEXTON.

On Boxing Day, a party o f ringers visited the towers of St. Peter’s, 
Maxey, when touches o f Oxford Treble Bob and Single Court were 
rung, and St. Guthlac's, Market Deeping, whore touches o f Treblo Bob, 
Single and Double Court, and Plain Bob, were brought round. Those 
who took parf, were Messrs. W . A . Day (Market Deeping), E. A . 
Sneatli (St. Jam es’ . Deeping), T . Bainbridge, H. Wand (Witham-on- 
the-Hill), VV. W aldron, H . Hoare and J . J. Jutson (Peterborough).

In Maxey belfry there is :i board which contains the following: 
December l l t l i ,  1863.

Mr. D ixon’s peal o f Bob Minor Variations was rung for the first 
timo in this belfry, after being composed for  34 years, in a  masterly 
style by the following ringers, viz.: S. Black, senr., treble. S. Black, 
junr., 2, J. Shelton 3, II. Cutfort-h 4, W . Lam bert 5, J. Shelton tenor 

This society a.ko rung in this belfry, on June 11th, 1849, 5040 
changes, iu 3 hrs. and one minute.

Tho same society also rung, at Glinton, on January 1st, 1852, 
10,089 changes, in 5 hrs. and 59 mins. The same men also rung, on 
January 18th, 1853, at, Castor, in this county, 5040 changes, in 3 
Ins. These peals were conducted by Jno. Shelton.
W hatever Bob Minor Variations may have been there was keen 

rivalry between the Maxey. Glinton, and St. Martin’s (Stamford) 
ringers at this time, and Mr. Dixon (Sexton at St. M ary's, Stamford), 
although tho “  composer ’ • was unable to produce a 720 and Mr. J. 
T. Hollis, a youth o f 17 years, o f Glintou, having studied “  in and 
out o f  course.”  produced it for them, and was presented with a copy of 
Shipwav. by Mr. Dixon. This Mr. J. T . Hollis was subsequently the 
author o f Hollis's five-part ami one-part peals o f Grandsire Triples.

Evidently the 10,080 wns Oxford Treble Rob. The ringers were 
"ood six-htll men in Oxford, Double and Single Court, and the writer 
remembers, some, yeai-s ago. ringing in this district in company with 
a lad o f eight years. Steven Ttlack, junr.. was present, and while (lie 
lad was busy ringing Grandsire Doubles, Steven prodded him in the 
hack, nnd remarked: “  Remem ber Steve Black, o f Maxey nnd the 
10.080 Treble B ob.”

At Glinton there was a good six-hell hand over a hundred years ago. 
Mr. John Scott, a well-to-do farmer, was foreman, and inscribed on 
the tenor bell is: “  John Scott did pay for me one hundred pounds 
and odd money, November 1st, 1799." For mnuv years this dale was 
kept by the ringors as thc big bell's birthday.

Tt may be interesting to note that, when the bells o f St. John the 
Baptist’ s, Peterborough, were reopened on Feb. 23rd. 1809, the Soham 
Youths opened them with five courses o f  Treble Bob, and Mr. Scott 
and his company wero present. Presumably the Tebbutls were 
amongst them, and a youngster was on the tenor of 28 cwt. One of 
tho Glinton men remarked in admiration: “ Didn’ t that youngster 
dodge that tenor in and out o f tlie slow !”  J ■ J. J.

It  is with very much regret we announce tho death of Mr. Edward
E. Foreman, o f H em hill, Faversham, at the age o f 58 jears. His ill­
ness commenced about a year ago with a malignant growth in the nose 
and throat. H is local doctor1 partly removed it many times, but it 
assumed such proportions as to  cause great difficidty in breathing. A 
more serious oper&Ljon then becoming imperative, this was done appar­
ently very successfully at a London Nursing Home last spring. Mr. 
Foreman recovered so well that he was ablo to attend the annual meet­
ing o f the Canterbury district o f the Kent Association, at Faversham, 
in May. H c rang again at Boughton, in July, at tlie induction o f tho 
new Vicar, and again at the harvest thanksgiving service at the same 
church on October 2nd. From that time lie failed rapidly in health 
till the end came, on December 20th. Fortunately he suffered practi­
cally no pain till the last week, though he felt at times uncomfortable 
and very weary.

Hc was buried on Saturday, December 23rd. in the quiet churchyard 
ot  Hem hilt in tlie same grave as his wife, who predeceased him 18 
years. Tlie local ringers actcd as bearers, and the bells were rung 
half-muffled, after the service, bv E. Bones, S. Hadlow. F. Elsey, C. 
Hadlow, A .Bones, P. Price, R . Tong, F. Packman; and E. Trendell, 
of Boughton.

Of tho deceased’s ringing career it seems superfluous to speak, for 
he was so well known aiul respected in Kent, in the Canterbury dis­
trict, of which he has filled the positions o f secretary and representa­
tive on the Central Committee. He made it a practice to attend all 
meetings o f the district, and used his powers to help, as far as he 
could, anyone desirous to learn, and no probationer in any branch 
of the art ever had a. more energetic, patient or sympathetic teacher, 
l ie  trie<l o il many occasions to form local bands at. the towors near 
his home, his greatest succcss l>eing shown by the first local peal on 
Henihill bells, conducted by him self on December 1st-. 1911, followed 
by another oil December 19th, 1911, conducted by H . Gilbert .

Sir. Foreman commenced change ringing rather late in life, but was 
so enthusiastic that he managed to do more than some would in the 
whole span o f three-score years aijd ten. Many bands attempting 
penis have good cause to remember his kindness and hospitality. He 
made it a rulo to entertain the ringers attending meetings held at 
his native place, his one regret l>eing that the meetings were not 
frequent enough. Many well remember the most successful autumn 
gatherings, when Mr. P . Bennett, and friends, making HemhiU a 
centre, visited various towers and rung peals in Surprise methods.

The ringers much regret their inability to  do more than above re­
corded for such a great, ringer and such a great, friend o f ringers, 
owing to the absence o f  members on active servicc, and tho restric­
tions placed on ringing bells a t this most anxious time. However, it 
was in keeping with th0 deceased’s wish, as he was most desirous that 
the' funeral arrangements should be o f a  very quiet nature. Mr. Fore­
man was an earnest Churchman. H c considered ringing an important 
branch o f church work, and his life  will be an inspiration to many 
who will long mourn his death.

Tlio peal rung at Pershore, on Saturday last, was interesting, for tho 

fact that, although the bells date back to 1729, ij was the first peal 
rung on iliem by a band resident in the district, aud (he first since 
the funeral o f King Edward. Tho unique surroundings, together with 
tile indifferent “  go "  o f the bolls, are not exactly conducive to peal 
ringing, hut the very bells socmcd to know that, they were solemnly 
honouring one who had devoted his lifetime lo the welfare o f the grand 
old Abbey Church. In Mr. J. Amphlett the town loses one o f its oldest 
and worthiest citizens, for he had spent his 72 years in the place, and 
had enjoyed the high esteem of seven successive. Vicars-

The famous peal of hells, togother with Hie gixxl striking, did 
full justice to t.lip excellent composition, and the hand were congratu­
lated on the peal by several old ringers who were listening to Ihe 
ringing, one going so far as to say that he had heard every peal and 
every attempt on Fershorc bell' h.v bands from all over the country 
for the past 60 years, but never had he heard them struck better. 
Tho military representative on the local Tribunal. Capt. Darbysliire, 
who, by the way, is himself a skilled change ringer, bu t declined lo  
take a ropo in the peal, sat in tlio ringing chamber all through tho 
peal, ami at the conclusion •heartily congratulated the band on the 
excellent striking.

Dolphins, and a quid 
social hour spent, thc party breaking up with (lio old wish, "  A Happy 
oncl Prosperous New Year.”

M ETH O D  C O N S T R U C T IO N .
TH E  D IV ID IN G  LINE.

To the Editor.
Dear Sir,—There ar0 three or four o f  your valued writers who 

from time to lim e havo givou us thoir definitions o f the exact con­
stitution o f a Lead, Division, or U nit; the latest being Mr. Baker 
(vide “  Ringing W orld,"' Dec. 1st, 1916), who observes: “  I t  seems not 
to be understood that, structurally, tho lead-end o f  all methods, and 
the division-end o f all principles and systems, come a t hand-stroke.”

IIow these gentlemen arrive a t their conclusions— ami they seldom 
a^ree with each other—it is impossible to  say. Can it bo  that thoir 
vision is limitod to  the plain courso, and are they blind to tho aspect 
o f the whole method1 as contained in a  short touch, consisting of 
plains and bobs?

But, for tho moment, taking the plain course to  represent tho whole 
method, we find tha). it  can be partitioned off so as to  give tho re­
gulation number o f equal divisions from  any row in the course. The 
mystery to me is how they pitch ou any particular one o f these cases 
as tho “  one. and only ”  proper division.

I| is very different when you come t.o look into a touch. There is 
only 0110 point from  which you can divide tho method into equal scc- 
lions, that- point beins: the. row 011 which the Bob is made, or liable 
to lie m ade; that is. this particular row is bound to be the beginning 
—tho head— of the little equal sections o f which Ihe method is ex­
clusively built, and from 110 other point is i| possible to partition your 
method in equal units from  beginning to  end. I ought to say here 
that- the same fact holds good in the ease o f Double Methods and 
Stedman, these having two kinds o f  units running alternately, and in 
which corresponding units are equal to  each other.

Now, since the B ob is made on tho liand-stroko in most odd bell 
methods (short o f some freak arrangement or  such methods as Bob 
Triples, I  think I  may say all), it follows that the back-stroke must 
be the unit-end. tlie reverse holding good with even bell methods. W c 
were told some time ago by Mr. Fright that the B ob may be made 
011 any row in- the lead; that a lead-head may have more than 011a 
possible lead-end. which means that equality in its units is not a t all 
necessary. All I  will say is that such notions as these ore directly 
opposed to order, uniform ity and fact.—Yours truly,

' EXTENSIONS.
To tht Editor.

Sir,—Mr. Baker has neither proved himself riglit nor me wrong. He 
states a theory for determining correct extensions, but he does not 
prove it. His contention that a method produced by three interior 
places cannot bo the same as on0 produced by two would upset a good 
many accepted extensions.

“ R IN G  O U T  T H E  O L D .”
Nowhere in England was the traditional custom of ringing out the 

old and ringing in the now observed at midnight on Sunday. The 
Defence o f the Realm regulations prevented it, and most o f the London 
daily papers remarked, the absonce o f the ringing at St. Paul’s 
Cathedral. I t  would be interesting to know how many centuries have 
elapsed since the custom was so completely suspended throughout the 
country.

In France, near the fighting line, however, there appear to have 
been no restrictions, fo r  Mr. Philip Gibbs, a well-known war corres­
pondent, writing o f tho passing o f the old year, says:—

"  Behind the lines—so close that the noise o f the guns shakes the 
windows o f French villages and the light o f the night, rockets make 
the sky pale above them— bell ringers are going round the little old 
churches to ring the New Year in. In these little old churches the 
bells have been rung for many birthdays o f the years and the cen­
turies, when Edward the Black Princ0 came riding through them with 
Sir W alter Manny and Lord Chandos and other English knights, when 
Joan the Maid came in her armour with spirit- voices calling through 
the wind, and when the guillotine was put up at midnight in the 
market square o f Arras, nnd now the bells o f  France are clashing out 
again, and the wind mingles their notes with the booming o f the guns, 
and another year o f history opens with greater strife than in all the 
centuries before, and in these villages o f France British soldiers stand 
011 sentry duty saying, ‘ Halt, who goes there? ’ to  any shadow who 
comes out of tho darkness. I t  is the New Year that answers the  chal­
lenge.”  ----------------------
